PRINCIPAL S REPORT

On Sunday 25 August we will be having a school working bee. This will be a -, @
wonderful opportunity for families to get back to nature and have some fun with -

To make the working bee a great success we invite all families to come to the school from 9am —
11lam. We will be doing some planting, weeding and mulch relocation. Any time that you could
spare would be greatly appreciated. If you are unable to attend, but have a wheelbarrow that could
be borrowed, can you please drop it up on Sunday morning — it would be greatly appreciated.

Lost property — how does it work at MPS?

One of the consequences as the weather warms, is that students lose school jumpers! The system
is that any lost items are collected and placed into ‘lost property’ which are buckets located at the
bottom of the blue stairwell (near the Cubby House end of the library).

There are lost property collection points at both After School Centres and the tennis courts which
are combined with the school lost property each week. When students have lost an item, teachers
encourage them to look in the classroom and then in lost property. Parents are also welcome to
look through lost property. On regular interval throughout the term, our SRC students with teacher
support, remove all items from lost property and return any labelled item to the student’s classroom.
Any item that is unnamed and unclaimed is washed and sold by our P&C at the ‘pop-up’ second
hand uniform shop, which is available at P&C events.

The best way to ensure items are returned is by CLEARLY LABELLING ALL ITEMS with your
child’s name and class.

School Uniform Changes

There have been a few community members who have expressed displeasure about some
elements of the Mowbray Public School uniform. If changes are going to be made to the uniform,
the Department of Education has criteria which requires a process of consultation with students,
teachers and other staff, parents/carers, P&C and suppliers.

To comply with these criteria a committee will be established for deciding on the uniform options.
Options will be voted upon by all groups, via survey, to ensure consultation. If changes are made
to the uniform, they will happen within 12 months, giving sufficient time to suppliers.
Parents/carers will have up to three years to comply with the changes.

Before we embark on this journey, it is important that we consult with the community.
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It would be appreciated if you complete the survey below. Please note: there is no comment
section as responses need to be clearly tallied. There should be no restrictions on the survey
platform.

For the school uniform to be reviewed, we will require 70% of the Mowbray Public School families
to respond to this survey and a 70% vote in favour of the review. Below are photos of the uniform
as it stands in 2019.

Oval refurbishment at MPS

project list! The council will be returfing our oval, including drainage improvements, a watering
system and water tanks. This is a wonderful opportunity for our school.

To start the project, council will be killing the current grass over three dates this term Thursday 22
August, Thursday 5 September and Friday 20 September (for those interested, a spray information
sheet is available from the school office). The school is working closely with the council to ensure
that all safety precautions are taken to ensure student/community safety.

informing locals of the dates, spraying will occur outside of school hours and we will be keeping
students off the oval for longer than the required time. The oval entrance on Hatfield St will be
closed on spray days, so we will be using the Cubby House carpark as a walkway, so it will be
closed to traffic before school. If possible, parents are asked to use the main entrance on Mowbray
Road to drop students to school.

After removal of the grass, the oval will surrounded by temporary fencing and be out-of-action in
Term 4, ready for re-opening in Term 1 2020. Although this will restrict our play/sport space for a
term, the long term gain of an improved oval with be of benefit to the school and local community.

Efforts are being made by both the school and P&C to ensure all events in 2019 will be able to
continue.

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Visible Learning Project

This year, Mowbray Public School has embarked on a 3-year Visible Learning project. Visible
Learning is a body of research conducted by John Hattie that explores how evidence can be used
to create innovation in the learning environment.

The first step of this project is to introduce a range of learning dispositions to all students in K-6.
Dispositions describe a person’s inclination to use particular skills when faced with problems to
solve, ideas to evaluate or decisions to make. Adopting these ways of thinking will improve student
outcomes and chances for successful, life-long learning. We will be introducing these dispositions
one at a time over the remainder of the year, focusing on each disposition for 3 weeks.

Ouir first learning disposition is Resilience. Students have been introduced to this skill through a
poster, character/icon and a series of short, focussed activities in their classroom. Here is some of
the language that we have used to introduce this disposition:

K-2 — | am motivated, | keep trying and | never give up

3-6 - | am persistent, motivated and | never give up

It would be wonderful if you were to use some of this language of learning
at home. For example:

e Point out if your child is showing resilience at home or in extra-curricular
activities

e Encourage your child to persist or keep trying in order to overcome challenges
e Ask your child if they had an opportunity to show resilience throughout their
school day

¢ Highlight to your child when you are showing resilience as a parent
